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This paper urges reconsideration of the processes of precognition, the primal roots of religion and science.  The starting point of all significant philosophical endeavors in history has been curiosity impelled by the intuition that the essence of reality is radically more unified and simpler than was currently being postulated.  Drawing on references to Albert Einstein, Carl Jung and Buddhadasa Bhikkhu, the author urges a reassessment of the role of focused, relentless, disciplined, intense striving for enlightenment.  The study concludes with reflections on steps between premonition and theorem, and argues that the agenda toward a unified field of inquiry for theology, philosophy and science is urgent, inasmuch as the tools are available and the processes are underway leading toward the destruction of humanity.
